NDLON fosters gafare humane environments for day laborers, both
men and women and helps them to earn a living, contribigediety, and be integrated into the community.

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Religious Education Report

Last month, our R.E. column discussed early stage®ddlity. This month, | bring you an example of a
“textbook” ethical dilemma. If you're already familiaith it, skip ahead to write an extra credit essayhen
topic, “Waves of Love: When Valence Electrons Forrfeéfionate Covalent Bonds.”

The “Heinz Dilemma” story goes like thi&: woman was near death from a specific cancer. There was one
drug that might save her. It was a form of radium that a druggist inaiime $sown had recently discovered.
The drug was expensive to make, but the druggist was charging temwhatete drug cost him to produce.
He paid $200 for the radium, and charged $2,000 for a small dose. The woman's huskiangdweint to
everyone he knew to borrow the money, but could only raise $1,000. Heleskiedggist to let him pay later.
But the druggist said: "No, | discovered the drug and I'm going to make rfroneyt." So Heinz got
desperate and broke into the man's store to steal the drug. Was itotigieinz to do this? Why or why not?”

Those who study children's answers aren't as interestkd fivyes/No” component as they are in the
REASONING involved in reaching it. Child psychologists hdegermined that we go through several
stages of moral development. (Differing schools of thoggle them different numbers and names.)

Children in earlier stages, 5 — 10, are most likely to exbéiftinterest: the No's cite “fear of
consequences” (“Heinz will go to jail”), while the Yessde “personal happiness” (“Even if he goes
to jail, he'll want his wife to live.”) Children in theween range are more likely to view it from an
absolutist/conformist standpoint. The No children citecedking laws is always wrong,” whereas the
Yes children cited “He must be a good husband.” Older tsvaad teens discussed things in subtler
terms. They cited principles of human rights (“Yesirnd&s wife has a right to live,” or “No: The
druggist has a right to name his price”). Older childrea bisught up universal ethics, either in terms
of “Yes: her need supersedes law,” or “No: there aresthilho might need the drug more.”

What we, as religious educators, ought to be interestisdie prevailing force during each stage. At
each stage of moral development, a child's focus witidsegered around slightly different concepts. As
their grasp of “shades of gray” matures, and as theityatmlreason cognitively improves, the
reasoning behind their Yes or No answer will move froenitidividual (fear of prison) to much
broader vistas (the overall human experience).

As Unitarian Universalists, we certainly do have resfiobpinions other than our own. What would
your answer have been in second grade? Eighth? TwelftbAeAeducates R.E. kids, they might
express moral opinions that don't precisely mesh up wigts@wn. Understanding the child's process
of reasoning behind that Yes or No answer is a big stegrttswgrowing a U.U. student who will
someday be reasoning with a fully-functional set of acholtals.
